Mahler 2 in Monte Carlo in September  

Looks like the trip to Monte Carlo with the CBSO is on! The tour schedule will be (roughly): 

• Friday 22nd September: TRAVEL DAY, Flight from Birmingham to Nice 

• Saturday 23rd September: Free morning. Piano & general rehearsals pm and evening 

• Sunday 24th September: Free morning and afternoon + Evening Concert 

• Monday 25th September: TRAVEL DAY, Flight from Nice to Birmingham 

CBSO are willing to book a coach at their company rates to get SPC singers to and from 
Birmingham Airport; SPC singers to share the cost. From there all travel, transfers, 
accommodation (twin rooms) and breakfast will be arranged by CBSO and SPC singers will be 
asked for a contribution of around £330 to cover the cost. They will also need money for meals 
other than breakfast, and personal spending money. CBSO Chorus Management will travel with 
the chorus to support singers and co-ordinate all logistics over the four-day trip.
