Rehearsal information 

Our next rehearsal will be at King Edward VII Upper School on Tuesday 5 September 2023. We 
will be rehearsing for the October concert, eg the Durufle Requiem, the pieces by Tavener and 
Saint-Saëns, and one or both of the two versions of the Sheffield Nocturne – one by our own 
Rachel Fright, the other by Robin Morton.  

About a dozen people are coming to Tuesday’s rehearsal to try us out with a view to joining the 
Chorus. Our New Members Officer Sally Turnbull and the Voice Reps will be on hand to 
welcome them, but please look out for new folk and make them welcome, eg by offering to let 
them sit by you, helping them out during the rehearsal if they need it, etc. We know from 
feedback that while some people who try us don’t find a large choir to be what they want, others 
don’t stay if they don’t experience a friendly welcome during their first few weeks, so please give 
the new folk our customary SPC warm reception! 

Please check next season’s concert dates and their compulsory piano and tutti rehearsal dates 
and times (in Diary Dates below) and let your Voice Rep know about any concert or compulsory 
rehearsal you are unable to attend.
